Challenges with collaborative governance

* No one size fits all - need to identify the collaborative governance mechanisms
required to enable place-based and community-oriented collaboration to occur.

* Needs sustainable funding models/mechanisms - financing of co-governance
is a challenge. However, evidence suggests that co-creation/co-design processes
that foster a long-term sense of ownership are an effective way of developing
sustainable financing and operating models

« Needs time and resources - authentic collaboration is resource and time intense
and requires long term outcomes

« Risk - need for experimentation, permission to fail and handling of power
dynamics
