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ABSTRACT

This monography focuses on specific aspects of equality and non-discrimination relating to older persons as well as on the forms of negligence, violence and abuse they may experience. An extensive revision is carried out of the United Nations international system for human rights promotion and protection, by identifying how older persons have been considered. 
The scope of human rights Treaties to be applicable to the older persons is also reviewed through international monitoring of the different United Nations Human Rights Committees. 

Furthermore, a relationship is also established between human rights and the 2030 Agenda  by identifying how the Sustainable Development Goals may relate with older persons.

At the end, the question is raised on whether there are concrete and specific advantages in place for States to enshrine the human rights model for older persons.
