1. There remains one seat to be filled from among the candidates.
Candidates
2. In accordance with Rule 19 of the Rules of Procedure for the Conferences of

States Parties to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities
(CRPD/CSP/2008/3), the third round of balloting shall be restricted to the
candidates, Ms. Saowalak THONGKUAY (Thailand) and Mr. Magino CORPORAN
LORENZO (Dominican Republic) who obtained the largest number of votes in the
previous ballot and the number of candidates shall be limited to not more than twice
the places remaining to be filled, namely two.

Required majority

3. The candidates who obtain the largest number of votes and a two-thirds
majority of the States Parties present and voting shall be declared elected, provided
that such majority includes a majority of the States Parties.

meeting at a future date to be decided before the end of this year 2020.
