Urban Indigenous Peoples and Migration: A Review of Policies, Programmes and 
Practice (UN-Habitat – OHCHR 2010). The report investigates and provides 
recommendations on, among others, the issue of meaningful participation of indigenous 
people in policy formulation at both the national and local governments levels, in the context 
of migration.

(UN-Habitat 2008). After a review of the status of the right to adequate housing for

As requested in the Outcome Document of the World Conference on Indigenous Peoples 

(A/RES/69/2), a system-wide action plan (SWAP) to ensure a coherent approach to achieving 

the ends of the UN Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples was adopted in November 

2015 and launched by the Secretary-General at the UN Permanent Forum in May 2016. 

 

In August 2020, the United Nations Executive Committee agreed on the need for accelerated and 
collective action to strengthen the implementation of UN System Wide Action Plan (SWAP) on 
indigenous peoples.  In November 2020, the United Nations Chief Executives Board for 
Coordination issued a Call to Action: Building an Inclusive, Sustainable and Resilient Future with 
Indigenous Peoples, to ensure collaborative and coherent UN system action to support the rights 
and well-being of indigenous peoples with focus on furthering the implementation of the SWAP.
