Publos indigenas frente a la Covid-19 en América Latina: riesgos y
amenazas

La pandemia del coronavirus se ha adentrado en diversas comunidades
indigenas de América Latina y ha provocado la muerte de cientos de personas,
poniendo en evidencia las desigualdades existentes en esta region. “Las
pandemias afectan de manera diferenciada a los distintos grupos poblacionales,
exacerbando las desigualdades ya existentes en la sociedad. Entre esos
sectores, sin duda, se encuentran los pueblos indigenas”, advertia el Consejo
Directivo de FILAC el pasado mes de marzo. Segun esta institucién, en América
Latina, la poblacion indigena supera los 45 millones de personas, poco menos
del 10% de la poblacién total de la region. En este escenario se han registrado
hasta 826 comunidades diferentes, de las cuales, alrededor de 100 tienen un
caracter transfronterizo.

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México: MORTALIDAD POR COVID-19, DOS VECES MAYOR EN ZONAS
RURALES E INDIGENAS

De acuerdo con cifras oficiales de la Secretaria de Salud federal, del 28 de
febrero al 15 de junio ocurrieron mil 760 contagios dentro de las comunidades
indigenas en el pais, de las que hubo 327 defunciones. El nimero de muertos,
en comparacion con los contagios, indica una mortalidad de alrededor del 23 por
ciento de esta enfermedad en las zonas rurales e indigenas.

Personas indigenas y afromexicanas ante COVID-19

La prevalencia del trabajo informal o autoempleo entre las poblaciones indigenas
y afro deriva en la falta de seguridad social y de acceso a medicamentos. A ello
se suma el retraso, discriminacion, estigmatizacion, criminalizacion o rechazo al
interior de los servicios de salud.

We acknowledge that not only do Native Americans
serve in our armed forces at higher rates than any other demographic to date—
we are also one of the most hard-hit communities during the coronavirus
pandemic.

For months now, COVID-19 has been redoubling the gaps in white privilege that
have always existed. If higher death rates among Black and Brown people laid
bare the structural weakness of “normal,” then protests over Floyd’'s death are
the wrecking ball that will finally bring it to the ground.
